Manual leak water detector

A solenoid valve (picture 1) is directly connected to the tap and via cable with the GEWAS control unit (picture 2) in which you can plug the heater. A water sensor (picture 3) is plugged in the GEWAS control unit. If a condenser leaks and the sensor is exposed to water the solenoid valve shuts (the water flow stops) and the circuit is interrupted (heater turns off) and the GEWAS control unit starts beeping.
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To restart the system dry the sensor and replug the GEWAS control unit. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The GEWAS control unit is only able to switch 16 A!! (About two heater). 
Do not open the Laboratory cabinet under the fume hood if the GEWAS control unit is plugged in front of the door!!!!!
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
